AD SPACE 
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My dear sisters and brothers, 

  

Grace and Peace! 

  

The Church is mission.  That is her very identity.  The implications for us baptized 

Catholics are immense.  It is a huge blessing and a great responsibility as well.  All of 

us incorporated into the Body of Christ are missionaries.  In the Eucharist that we celebrate every 

day, especially on Sunday, when we are fed and nourished by the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of 

Christ, we are being sent to witness to what "we have heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what 

we have looked upon, and touched with our hands" (1 John 1:1ff).  At the end of the Mass, the priest 

presider says, ñGo, preach the Good Newséò As you drive out of the parking lot, you are off to  

continue your missionary task to our highly secularized society.  But as the Lord Jesus tells 

us,"BEHOLD, I AM WITH YOU ALWAYS , UNTIL THE END OF THE AGE."  This assurance of 

Christ being with us should allay all our FEARS, our HESITANCY to be vessels of God' grace.   

  

In effect, this was the message Bishop Larry delivered during his pastoral visit last weekend here in 

our Parish.  He repeatedly said that we are to go out and be witnesses.  Though it is very important to 

maintain our structures, systems, etc., in our church and schools, all our resources should work for 

the good of our mission.  Everything that we have and are as a Parish, and as individuals, are gifts, 

from our generous and loving God.  The nature of a gift is that it is meant to be shared.  Jesus' gift of 

Himself to us in the Mass reminds us of this. 

  

Our five-year pastoral plan, when fully implemented, will concretely show our fidelity to this  

missionary task.  We have been doing a lot since the foundation of this Parish and the reward of God 

for being faithful is, "to everyone who has, more will be given..." (Lk. 19:26a).  I would interpret the 

parable as more responsibilities, more opportunities so we can be more fruitful.  As a local church, as 

a community of faith, let us continue assisting, encouraging, empowering each other to be faithful to 

who we are. 

  

Lastly, I want to thank everyone who made the episcopal visit of our Bishop a successful one in many 

ways, despite the inconveniences due to the water main break last Saturday that caused horrendous 

traffic, preventing many of our parishioners from coming to Church.  Everything happens for a  

reason.  There is always the challenge to read every event from a missionary perspective.

Saint of the Week 

 
Francis de Sales 

1567–1622 

Feast Day—January 29 

 

Born in the Duchy of Savoy (now 

France), Francis studied at Annecy, 

Paris, and Padua and was ordained 

in 1593. He spent four years reconverting  

Catholics who had become Calvinists, writing many tracts 

to explain basic tenets of the faith. In 1602, he became 

bishop of the Diocese of Geneva, which he reorganized and 

reformed. He also famously preached in Paris and wrote 

two devotional books that are still widely read: An Intro-

duction to the Devout Life and A Treatise on the Love of God. 

A 20-year friendship with St. Jane Frances de Chantal led 

to their founding the Order of the Visitation.  

 

Canonized in 1665 and declared a Doctor of the 

Church in 1877, Francis is the patron saint of  

journalists, authors, and the deaf.

SECOND READING:  1Corinthians 1:26-31 -- In the second  

reading, St. Paul highlights that Godôs choices donôt follow human  

reckoning. God chooses the weakest and those who have no value or 

power in the eyes of the world, so ñthat no human being might boast 

before God.ò   

 

GOSPEL:  Matthew 5:1-12a -- In todayôs Gospel,  the poor, meek 
and humble become a scandal before the world because they witness that 

one can find our lives in God, with the same certainty of His constant 

presence and so they confirm the existence and works of God. Each one 

of us is invited to verify where our certainty rests and if our daily life and 

actions proclaim Godôs efficacious presence in the world.
